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Pick from the choices below. Turn in on Thursday, February 16, 2017.

1. Create a crossword puzzle reviewing words/ideas important to our unit. You must have at least 10 clues/answers in your puzzle. Remember to draw in the boxes and connect them like a real crossword puzzle; fill in your puzzle with the correct answers.

2. Create an “alphabet soup” for important words/ideas in our unit. For every letter of the alphabet (in ABC order), pick an idea that starts with that letter. List the idea and define/explain it. You may use your Warm-Up from yesterday and add to it.

3. Draw a scene that includes at least 10 important words/ideas from our unit. The pictures must create one complete scene, not just be 10 random pictures. Color and label your scene (there can be some white space). Label each of your 10 pictures as words/ideas from our unit.

4. Create at least 15 flashcards with the word/idea on one side and a definition or picture on the other side. These can be done on notebook paper if you do not have notecards.
